. themselves. During the editing, some of the irrelevant side issues were
removed, but the text was generally documented as spoken. Some of the
grammatical errors or expressions remained to reflect the person telling their
own story.

Each volume of 40 interviews will be indexed alphabetically by the married names, with the female maiden
names in brackets. These maiden names will also be indexed alphabetically for easy reference. As each volume
is released the index for all volumes will updated on the website for easier reference and genealogical research.
